Transgenerational wealth  
Bible Text: “A good man leaveth an inheritance to his children’s 

children.” — Proverbs 13:22 (KJV) 

 

Every parent desires a better future for their children. But a better 

future is not built by prayers alone, it is built by wisdom. 

Transgenerational wealth doesn’t begin when a child becomes an 

adult; it begins when they are young and learning daily habits. 

Imagine employing your child at home. You could give them a 

job title to make it fun, for example, House Manager, with 

responsibilities like making their bed, tidying their room, folding 

clothes, and taking out the trash. At the end of every week, you 

reward them with ₦1,000, not as a handout, but as earned 

income. Then you introduce three jars: one for Giving, one for 

Spending, and one for Saving and Investment. The first jar is 

Giving. Let them put ₦200 inside, and at the end of the month, 

allow them to give it to someone in need with their own hands. 

This teaches them that money is not only for themselves, but also 

for service. The second jar is Spending, where ₦300 goes, and 

they can use it on whatever they choose, teaching them decision-

making and contentment. The third jar is Saving, with ₦500 set 

aside for future investment, helping them learn the value of 

planning ahead. When they place ₦500 in their savings jar and 

you add ₦200 extra as encouragement. This teaches them that 

money invested can multiply while they sleep. 

 

Many children grow up believing that whenever money enters 

their hands, it must be spent immediately. They become adults 



 
 

 
 

who finish every income because they were never taught another 

way. But when you introduce the three jars early, you break that 

mindset. Your child grows up knowing that every amount 

received has an assignment — some to give, some to enjoy, and 

some to save and invest. So instead of wasting everything, they 

learn structure, discipline, and purpose. By the time they are ten 

years old, they won’t just know how to ask for money; they will 

understand how to earn it, give joyfully, spend wisely, and grow it 

patiently. Many adults are still struggling with these principles at 

forty. But your child will already be walking in financial 

understanding. That is how we raise a generation that does not 

just pray for wealth, but knows how to build it. 

 

Conclusion 

Wealth that lasts is not what you leave for your children, but what 

you teach them to create. 

 

Prayer 

Lord, give us wisdom to train our children to handle resources 

with discipline and purpose. Let them grow to be givers, savers, 

and builders of lasting legacy.
