That mark 
declared, "This came from me." The character of the Spirit therefore is the permanent 
mark through which God identifies us. Paul tells us that the fruit of the Spirit: love, joy, 
peace, patience, gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, and self-control is the 
signature of God’s presence within us. This mark is  a divine engraving that should be 
visible in every aspect of our lives. 
 
It is sad to see many who are Christian, yet their love has conditions attached. They 
love as long as there are terms that favor them. They express joy only when 
circumstances are favorable. They show patience only when it costs them nothing.  
Their character is like a signature that keeps changing, inconsistent, unreliable, 
impossible to trust. One day they are kind; the next day they are harsh. One moment 
they are gentle; the next moment they are explosive. These things ought not to be so. 
Just as a craftsman’s mark cannot be erased, your life should bear the unchanging 
signature of the Spirit.

Job’s character was not 
dependent on his comfort, his wealth, or his family. True character is revealed in trials. It 
is easy to be faithful when things are going well. It is easy to trust God when the bank 
account is full and the family is healthy, but character is what remains when everything 
else is stripped away.

Some come with long lists of accomplishments—good works, generous donations, 
faithful service, religious rites. Others bear testimonies of transformed lives, ministries 
built, lives touched. Then this man approaches- a thief, a criminal, executed for his 
crimes. He has nothing to present, no baptismal certificate, no church attendance 
record. The angels look at him, but then the man speaks: "I was on a cross. The man 
in the middle—Jesus—He said I could come.” And then the gates swing open.  This 
is the power of relationships.

Our opening text takes us into one of the most remarkable friendships recorded in 
Scripture: The friendship of David and Jonathan. David had been anointed king, yet he 
slept in caves and fled for his life. Meanwhile, Saul clung desperately to the throne, 
consumed by paranoia and rage. In the midst of this political war stood Jonathan, Saul’s 
firstborn, the crown prince himself, who loved David “as his own soul”. He recognized 
the hand of God upon David's life, and instead of fighting it, he embraced it. He  
surrendered his claim to the throne, risked his relationship with his father, endangered 
his own safety, and aligned himself with God's purpose rather than personal ambition. 
Before they parted, Jonathan made David promise that when he eventually became 
king, he would show kindness to his family.  
 
 
Years later, after David was firmly established on the throne, he remembered the 
covenant. He asked, “Is there anyone still left of the house of Saul to whom I can 
show kindness for Jonathan’s sake?” (2 Samuel 9:1). A servant named Ziba 
revealed the existence of Mephibosheth—Jonathan’s son, a forgotten man living in 
obscurity in Lo Debar, lame in both feet since childhood, crippled by a tragic fall, he was 
weak, unable to fight, unable to earn, unable even to stand confidently before a king. 
Yet David seated him at the royal table for life. Mephibosheth ate like a prince because 
of a relationship he did not personally build but inherited.  
 
Conclusion 
The relationships you nurture today may become the inheritance your children walk in 
tomorrow. Jonathan's covenant with David seated a forgotten cripple at the king's table 
for life.

Father, teach me to value and preserve the relationships You place in my life. Help me 
to be loyal, sincere, and honorable in my dealings with others.

Our opening 
text tells us that God resists the proud but gives grace to the humble, in other words, 
humility doesn't just make you approachable to people; it makes you a magnet for God's 
help, His acceptance, and His very presence. God befriends the humble.  
 
Humility is not thinking less of yourself: it is not self-loathing or low self-esteem. True 
humility is thinking of yourself less. It is the joyful self-forgetfulness that comes from 
fixing your eyes on God and others, esteeming them as worthy of honor and service. As 
the famous insight (often linked to C.S. Lewis) beautifully captures it: humility shifts our 
focus outward in love, freeing us from constant self-preoccupation. We see the perfect 
example in Christ. Though He was God, He did not cling to His position, He did not walk 
around demanding recognition or insisting on His rights. Instead, He humbled Himself, 
and because He humbled Himself, God highly exalted Him and gave Him a name above 
every name.

Many relationships struggle, and even fail because people always want to be right. They 
need to win every argument.  They fight to be seen as superior. They keep score of 
wrongs. They refuse to apologize first. Pride always whispers, “Don't let them think 
they won.”

"There goes a successful man. There goes someone who has figured it out.” Yet 
Jesus looked at him and called him a fool.  What made this prosperous man a fool in 
the eyes of Christ? 
 
 
When you study the story of the rich fool, the answer becomes painfully clear. Listen to 
his vocabulary: "I will pull down my barns and build greater. I will store all my fruits 
and my goods. I will say to my soul, you have laid up for many years.” Notice the 
relentless focus: I, my, mine. His entire world revolved around himself. There was no 
room for others in his vision. There was no thought of the poor, no consideration of his 
neighbors, no gratitude toward the God who gave the harvest. He was so full of himself 
that there was no space left for anyone else. The tragedy of that man was not that he 
prospered but that as he prospered, his soul was dying. True riches are measured not 
by what we accumulate for ourselves, but by how richly we invest in others and in 
eternity. The rich fool teaches us that the greatest investment you can make is not in 
barns, but in people 
 
Conclusion 
Do not live a life filled with “I” and empty of “we.”  Let us not be fools who are so 
focused on ourselves that we miss the very reason God blessed us in the first place. A 
life lived only for itself is a life wasted, no matter how full the barns.

Jesus told a parable about two men, a very wealthy man and a poor man named 
Lazarus. On one side stood the rich man draped in purple and fine linen, feasting 
sumptuously every day—his life a parade of luxury, comfort, and self-indulgence. Right 
outside his gate lay Lazarus, a beggar covered in sores, starving and desperate, 
longing for even the crumbs that fell from the rich man's table. Even the rich man dogs 
showed more mercy, coming to lick the wounds of Lazarus, offering him more attention 
than the rich man. 
 
The rich man never built a relationship with Lazarus, maybe he felt Lazarus was 
beneath his class, or he believed the man had nothing to offer him or maybe he 
reasoned that Lazarus was not his responsibility. So he ignored him day after day, meal 
after meal, until ignoring a suffering man became as natural as breathing. Both men 
eventually died. Lazarus was carried by angels into Abraham's bosom while the rich 
man awoke in torment in Hades. The story of Lazarus teaches us that w are not called 
to use someone's poverty or position as a metric for pushing them away. Sometimes we 
avoid people because we think they add no value to us. We calculate what they can 
offer, and when the calculation comes up short, we step over them like the rich man 
stepped over Lazarus. 
 
Conclusion 
A person you bless today may not repay you materially. They may never be able to 
return the favor, but in blessing them, you have stored up treasure that moths cannot 
destroy and thieves cannot steal. You have invested in a relationship that echoes into 
eternity. 
 
Prayer 
Father, remove selfishness from my heart and teach me to love people sincerely. Help 
me not to ignore others because of status or benefit. Let my life show kindness and 
compassion everywhere I go. In Jesus’ name, Amen.

Avoid Procrastination

Procrastination is the habit of delaying what should be done now. It disguises itself as 
harmless excuses: "I'll start tomorrow," "The timing isn't right yet," "I need better 
conditions," or "I'm too tired today."  We convince ourselves we will start tomorrow, 
later in the day, next week, or when conditions improve. Every time responsibility calls 
and we postpone it, we train our mind to escape discipline. The danger of 
procrastination is not only that work remains undone but that it slowly forms a lifestyle. 
What begins as occasional delay becomes chronic avoidance. What starts as "I'll do it 
tomorrow" becomes "I never got around to it."  
 
Scripture draws a clear line between the slack hand and the diligent hand. The slack 
hand waits for perfect weather, perfect mood, or perfect motivation, and ends up in 
want. The slack hand does not become slack overnight; it becomes slack through a 
thousand small choices to put off until later what should be done today while the diligent 
hand acts now, with whatever is available, trusting God to bless the effort. The world 
does not wait for those who are slow to move. It rewards the swift, the decisive, the 
diligent. 
  
 
Conclusion 
Do today what belongs to today. The future honors those who act when it is time to act.

The wise preacher in Ecclesiastes paints a vivid picture of the farmer who stands 
paralyzed at the edge of the field. He watches every burst of wind, fearing it will scatter 
his seed. He studies every cloud, dreading the rain that might ruin his harvest. In the 
end, he never plants and never gathers.The lesson here is overanalysis and endless 
waiting for perfect conditions rob us of both sowing and reaping. 
 
There is a principle called the the 5-Second Rule from Mel Robbins. The principle 
states: when you feel the impulse to act on something worthwhile, count backward 
5-4-3-2-1 and move immediately. This short countdown interrupts the brain's habit of 
overthinking and self-doubt.  For instance when the morning alarm rings, if you start 
negotiating—"just five more minutes… maybe later… I'm so tired… I'll get up at the 
next alarm"—you will most likely stay in bed, but if you immediately count 5-4-3-2-1 
and act before your thoughts catch up, you seize the moment before excuses can form. 
 
When God places a prompting in your heart: pray, apologize, study the Word, start that 
assignment, make that call, preach to that person, take that step of faith, the longer you 
wait, the more the flesh fills that space with questions like: "Are you sure? What if it 
goes wrong? Maybe later. You're not ready.” Discipline demands that we do quickly 
what the flesh wants to delay.  
 
Conclusion 
Do it now. Discipline is often nothing more than doing quickly what your flesh wants to 
postpone. 
 
Prayer 
Father, deliver me from the habit of delay. Give me a responsive heart that acts when 
You instruct. Help me to overcome procrastination and walk in diligence and discipline.

Yet, when the bridegroom was delayed and finally came at midnight, only 
five were ready to join the celebration. What was the difference between the virgins? 
The five foolish virgins brought their lamps but no extra oil. When their lamps began to 
flicker out in the long wait, they had nothing to sustain the light, while the five wise 
virgins, however, carried extra oil in their vessels. They anticipated delay, planned 
ahead, and kept their lamps burning brightly when the cry rang out: “Behold, the 
bridegroom cometh; go ye out to meet him!” Their lamps were still burning. 
 
 
It wasn’t a lack of lamps, opportunity, or even initial enthusiasm that separated them. It 
was foresight. The foolish focused only on the moment; the wise prepared for the 
unexpected. This is the picture of life today. Many people seize opportunities without 
due diligence: investing in schemes they barely understand, rushing into marriage 
without prayerful inquiry, launching businesses driven by emotion rather than wisdom, 
or drifting through life on impulse rather than intention. They appear “ready” on the 
surface—lamps in hand—but lack the sustaining “oil” of preparation, character, and 
spiritual depth. 
 
 
Conclusion 
Opportunity favors the prepared. Prepare before the bridegroom comes. Live ready. For 
the difference between wisdom and foolishness is in preparation. 
 
Prayer 
Father, give me the wisdom to prepare before the moment comes. Teach me to count 
the cost, ask the right questions, and build reserves for the delays and challenges 
ahead. Let me not be counted among the foolish who have enough for today but 
nothing for tomorrow.

In my personal 
journey especially in leadership I have seen how costly assumptions can be. 
Sometimes team members say, “I thought you meant...” or “I assumed you 
would...” and I always reply, “Why didn’t you ask?”One question could have saved 
weeks of wasted effort. One conversation could have prevented misunderstanding. One 
moment of inquiry could have aligned everything. I’ve come to treasure the power of a 
simple question. 
 
In Scripture, we see the tragedy of assumption in Joshua chapter 9.The Israelites 
encountered the Gibeonites, who deceived them with worn-out clothes, moldy bread, 
and a story of a long journey. Joshua and the leaders saw their worn-out shoes and 
moldy bread and assumed these travelers had come from a distant land, and then 
made a peace treaty, but crucially, “they did not inquire of the LORD”. They relied on 
their own eyes and logic instead of seeking God’s counsel. The deception was 
uncovered later, but the covenant stood, becoming a long-term burden for Israel. If only 
they had paused to ask God, the truth would have been revealed, and the mistake 
avoided. This story warns us that even when things appear straightforward, even when 
we feel confident, we must not navigate by assumption. 
 
Conclusion 
The price of an inquiry is small, but the cost of assumption can be devastating.

Father,  protect me from the costly mistakes that come from presumption. Let every 
decision I make be bathed in prayer and rooted in the wisdom that comes from You 
alone.

I map out what I must achieve and one discipline I hold onto is this: I show up 
early to any event or schedule I have planned, or I was invited to, because I value 
and respect time. Every morning, you are given a gift—a fresh deposit of time. What 
will you invest it in? Are you investing in your spirit through prayer, study, and growth? 
Are you investing in your mind through reading, learning, and reflection?  Or are you 
losing hours to aimless scrolling, fruitless conversations, and activities that add nothing 
to your life or anyone else's? 
 
Conclusion 
Time is the raw material of destiny. Do not let procrastination rob you of your days. Walk 
circumspectly. Redeem the time. Show up early. Invest every moment in what matters 
for eternity.

Jesus then teaches a powerful lesson from the parable: “Make to yourselves friends 
of the mammon of unrighteousness; that, when ye fail, they may receive you into 
everlasting habitations.” In other words, use earthly wealth, unrighteous mammon 
wisely. Do not hoard it or indulge selfishly; use it to bless and build others.  Money will 
one day fail, possessions will pass away, but the souls you touch, the lives you invest in, 
the generosity you show can become eternal testimonies. Those you've helped may 
welcome you in the age to come, or more profoundly, your investment in people builds 
treasures in heaven that endure forever. When money fails, relationships built on 
Christ-centered love remain. Invest where it counts forever.

Use your resources to bless, to give, to serve, to lift. For when everything else fails, the 
relationships you built in love will remain.

Every single person you encounter today bears His image (Genesis 1:27), and 
every single one was the reason Jesus went to the Cross. You cannot claim to follow 
Jesus while despising the very people He died to redeem. The Cross stands as the 
ultimate proof: people are worth the price. If God’s greatest investment was in people, 
then any life truly aligned with His Kingdom must reflect the same priority. 
 
 
Conclusion 
The Cross is the ultimate measure of human worth. When you wonder if someone is 
worth your investment, look at the Cross. When you hesitate to love across lines of 
difference, look at the Cross. There, hanging between heaven and earth, is God's 
declaration of your value and theirs.

God is not a tributary king who receives a 
percentage after we’ve secured our own empire. Money, career, relationships, children, 
and even ministry, if placed above God, become idols. No matter how noble they 
appear, no matter how urgently needed they feel, anything that takes precedence over 
God becomes a rival throne in the heart. For too many, money has quietly become the 
unspoken eleventh commandment: “Get money, and every other thing shall follow.” 
Society applauds this Babylonian model that says build your wealth, secure your future, 
then toss God a tip of time, attendance, or money, and all will be well, but Scripture 
exposes the lie: until God is first, everything is out of order. 
 
 
Conclusion 
Before the career takes off, the relationship deepens, the business expands, before 
anything else, put Him at the center, and everything else will find its proper place.

We have the subscription model, 
where customers pay regularly for ongoing access. We have the freemium model, 
where basic services are free and premium features cost. We have the franchise model, 
where proven systems are replicated. There's a business model that rises far above 
them all, I call it the Covenant Business Model. The Covenant Business Model is a 
business system where God is  the very structure, the center, and the CEO. In this 
model, the business does not merely invite God into its plans; it derives its plans from 
God. It does not ask God to bless what it has built; it asks God to build what He will 
bless. This was Uzziah's business model “As long as Uzziah sought the Lord, God 
made him to prosper.” His business model was seeking God. 
 
This was also Moses' business model. When Moses was to lead Israel into the land 
flowing with milk and honey, he did not ask for better cattle, bigger houses, or more 
staff. He said, “If Your Presence does not go with us, do not bring  
us up from here.” (Exodus 33:15) That’s the vocabulary of the covenant business 
model.  The Covenant Business Model says: “Surely, as long as the Lord lives, I will 
not build apart from Him.”  
 
Conclusion 
The Covenant Business Model is available to every believer. You do not need a 
seminary degree to access it. You do not need a certain net worth to qualify. You only 
need a heart that seeks Him first, a will that surrenders to His direction, and a conviction 
that His presence is the ultimate prosperity. 
 
Prayer 
Father, teach me to seek You first in every decision, every strategy, every plan. Let Your 
presence be my priority and Your purpose my profit. I do not want success without You. 
I do not want prosperity without Your presence. Build with me, lead me, and let my work 
be an extension of Your Kingdom.

No Compromise  
Bible Text: “But they said, We will drink no wine: for Jonadab the son of Rechab our 
father commanded us, saying, Ye shall drink no wine, neither ye, nor your sons for 
ever…” —Jeremiah 35:6 (KJV) 
 
God instructed the prophet Jeremiah to bring the Rechabites, the descendants of a 
nomadic clan committed to a simple, disciplined lifestyle into the house of the Lord. 
There, in the sacred courts, Jeremiah set bowls of wine before them and said, “Drink 
wine.”  By every reasonable standard, this was an exception worth making. It was the 
house of God.  Surely, in this setting, a little compromise would be acceptable.  
 
 
In that holy moment, with the prophet himself offering the cup, the Rechabites answered 
with unwavering resolve: “We will drink no wine.” Their refusal was not driven by a 
fresh angelic vision, a new divine commandment written in stone, or public pressure. It 
stemmed from a single ancestral charge given centuries earlier by their forefather 
Jonadab: abstain from wine forever, live in tents, and remain separate from the 
corruptions of settled life.  God took notice of the Rechabites. He told Jeremiah, “Go 
and tell the men of Judah and the inhabitants of Jerusalem: Will ye not receive 
instruction to hearken to my words? saith the Lord.” In other words, the Rechabites 
obeyed a dead man, yet God’s own covenant people repeatedly ignored the living God 
who spoke through prophets, delivered them from bondage, and promised them 
blessings. 
  
Conclusion 
God is still looking for Rechabites, people of conviction. Will you be among them? Will 
you say, "I will not drink," even when the wine is offered in holy places? For the 
Rechabites were commended not for their eloquence or their influence, but for their 
uncompromising loyalty to a command. 
 
Prayer 
Father, give me a Rechabite heart. In a world that compromises, let me be one who 
does not bow.  Let my life be a witness that You are the living God, worthy of absolute 
obedience. In Jesus' name, Amen.

Read Books 
Bible Text: “In the first year of his reign I Daniel understood by books the number of the 
years, whereof the word of the Lord came to Jeremiah the prophet, that he would 
accomplish seventy years in the desolations of Jerusalem.” — Daniel 9:2 (KJV) 
 
Books are the carriers of the thoughts of others. They are the gathered experiences of 
those who went ahead of us. Every man is my superior in some way, and from him I can 
learn. Daniel, though already a man of wisdom, understanding, and visions, did not 
despise books. He said, “I Daniel understood by books.” 
 
A man who refuses to read is choosing to limit his world. He is confined to his own 
experiences, his own perspectives, his own small circle, but the man who reads is set 
free, he can travel beyond his boundaries.

You may never sit under Paul’s teaching in 
Athens, but his epistles thunder with gospel truth across centuries. Books are bridges, 
linking generations, transmitting wisdom, and multiplying knowledge. Businessmen who 
refuse to read will build small. Leaders who neglect books will lack depth, but those who 
read are enlarging their minds, expanding their perspectives, and gaining from the 
labors of those who lived before.

Do not despise books, read, study  and learn. Let the wisdom of the ages shape your 
mind and guide your steps. For a man who reads lives a thousand lives, but a man who 
does not read lives only one.

Measure your day not by how much you received, but by 
how much you gave in love.
