God did not tell Habakkuk to write the vision once and forget it. The instruction to write it was so it
could be returned to, read again, and run with. That tells us something important: vision must be
refreshed in the mind continually. Families drift when the vision fades from daily consciousness. Romans
12:2 reminds us that transformation happens by the renewing of the mind. If the mind is not refreshed,
actions will not align. Revisiting the family vision brings clarity back to decisions, unity back to priorities,
and discipline back to daily life. Proverbs 29:18 says where there is no vision, people cast off restraint.
When vision is not revisited, restraint weakens, focus scatters, and life begins to lead the family instead
of purpose. Returning to the vision recenters the home around what God originally said.

But revisiting alone is not enough; vision must be affirmed. Joshua did not just know the promise —God
told him to meditate on it day and night so he could observe to do it (Joshua 1:8). Vision works best
when it is spoken, rehearsed, and affirmed regularly. When you affirm the vision daily, it slowly
saturates your mind, shapes your thinking, and influences your actions.

“They that wait upon the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they
shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint.” — Isaiah 40:31 (KJV)

Scripture does not present waiting as weakness; it presents waiting as a spiritual posture that attracts
strength. Isaiah tells us that renewal does not come from rushing ahead, but from waiting on the Lord.
The Bible repeatedly shows that God works powerfully in waiting seasons. Abraham waited for a
promise (Genesis 21:1-2).

The power of Conviction

Bible Text:

Conviction is the settled agreement between your heart and God’s Word about what is right, true, and
non-negotiable. It is what keeps a family standing when pressure rises. It is the inner resolve that says,
“Even if it costs us, we will stand by God's word.” Scripture is filled with men and women whose lives
were shaped and sustained by strong conviction in God's word. Joseph refused adultery in Potiphar’s
house, not because it was convenient, but because he said, “How then can | do this great wickedness,
and sin against God?” (Genesis 39:9). Daniel opened his windows and prayed when prayer was
outlawed, choosing the lions’ den over compromise (Daniel 6:10). Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego
stood before a burning furnace and declared, “Our God is able to deliver us... but if not, we will not
bow” (Daniel 3:17-18). All these men came from family backgrounds where God’s Word was honored
and conviction was taught early. Their strength did not appear suddenly in crisis; it was cultivated at
home long before the pressure came. This raises an important question for every family: How strong is
your conviction in God’s Word as a parent and as a home? Is your conviction in God's word so weak that
you now change standards depending on who is watching, where you are, or what you stand to gain?
It's the lack of conviction in God's word that makes some people compromise their standards because of
money or overlooks the misbehavior of their children all in the name of "cruise".

If you have read the Acts of the Apostles, you will see conviction at work. They were beaten, imprisoned,
mocked, and eventually killed, yet they declared, “We ought to obey God rather than men” (Acts 5:29).
Paul said plainly, “None of these things move me” (Acts 20:24), because conviction made him
immovable. This same principle applies to families today. A home with conviction does not change
values to fit culture, does not rewrite truth to avoid criticism or insults, and does not lower standards to
gain acceptance. Conviction determines what is tolerated and what is rejected. It shapes how children
are raised, how money is earned, how conflicts are resolved, and how God is honored. When conviction
is absent, compromise becomes normal. But when conviction is present, a family becomes spiritually



dangerous—in the best sense. God trusts homes that know what they believe and are willing to live—
and if necessary, suffer—for it. As Jesus said, “He that is faithful in that which is least is faithful also in
much” (Luke 16:10).

Bishop
David Oyedepo asked him a simple but profound question: “Do you know my definition of a million
naira?” When Sam replied no, he said, “My definition of a million naira is raising a million man.” That
statement challenges the way | think about wealth. Real wealth is not currency-based; it is people-
based. It is better to have thirty thousand loyal, empowered people than to have a million dollars
without influence. God has never defined wealth by currency, but by influence, legacy, and people. This
is why Paul told Timothy to commit truth to faithful men who would teach others also. That is
generational wealth. Money finishes, but people multiply. The Bible says, "A good man leaveth an
inheritance to his children's children" (Proverbs 13:22), and that inheritance is not just money, but
values, wisdom, and people-building capacity.

One of the painful reasons Africa struggles is not a lack of resources, but a misunderstanding of wealth.
We have used people to get things instead of using things to empower people. And that inversion has
cost us greatly. Our greatest asset as a continent has always been people, yet we have weakened that
very strength by chasing titles, influence, and personal comfort at the expense of human development.
Many leaders are more committed to what they can extract from people than what they can invest into
them. That spirit is not godly, and it produces poverty of vision and legacy. Scripture says, “Where there
is no vision, the people perish” (Proverbs 29:18). When leaders lack vision for people, societies suffer.
Jesus showed us how lead well. He built people before He built platforms. He poured into twelve,
empowered them, and trusted them to transform the world. That is why He said, “He that is greatest
among you shall be your servant” (Matthew 23:11).
